There will usually be a minimum of one week’s notice for a unit test.
Quizzes may be unannounced, or there may be one or two days notice.

There will be homework every night based on what we do in class that day.
Homework consists of what is assigned in class in addition to a mandatory 15
minutes of review every night. The homework is to help you to know how you
are doing with the material. Therefore, you must do it!

You will keep your hands and other body parts to yourself.

You will show the same respect for a substitute teacher, and do the work that is
assigned as it is always left for you by the regular teacher. It will count for a
grade.

Do not line up at the door at the end of class. Stay in your seat until the bell
rings and are dismissed by the teacher.
