Eligibility Requirements:
The scholarship is open to any high school senior residing in the city of Niagara Falls. Residents of
the Niagara Falls Housing Authority will receive preferred status in the process.
Student must have at least a “C” average during his/her senior year.
School Transcript — Student must provide an original and official copy of his/her high school
transcript.
All applicants must submit a copy of the Student Aid Report, which is received from the U.S.
Department of Education after submitting the applications for Federal Student Aid (FAF).
Application Form — Must be completed in its entirety.
Two (2) Letters of Recommendation. One from an educator (teacher, guidance counselor or
principal) and one from a non-family member.
Student must provide a description of extra-curricular activities, awards, community service,
employment and other accomplishments.
Student must provide written evidence of acceptance at a two (2) year or four (4) year
university/college or a certified trade school prior to award of scholarship.

A $1,200 one-time scholarship will be awarded.

Administrative Offices, 744 Tenth Street, on or before 4:30 p.m. on Friday, April 24, 2020.
