2 Fold the paper in half on the
12” side and crease on the
fold to make a sharp line.

4 Cut out designs along the folded edge.
Experiment with snowflake or other geometric designs.

5 Cut a scalloped design on the outside edge.

6 Open the cutout and staple to a string to hang across 
a room to decorate for a fiesta.

Point to the picture at
the bottom of the page, but note that not
all papel picado looks alike.These are just
examples.
Prepare the materials in advance. Pre-cut
the paper to one size for all students. Use
a variety of bright colors. Demonstrate the
process by making a sample. Keep it
simple, so the project moves quickly. Walk
students through the steps. Remind them
not to cut the hanging flap. Also they
should not cut any folded edge completely.
Some of it must remain intact to hold the
paper together.
Paper punches come in a variety of sizes
and shapes.
