Y- Woodrow Wilson Guthrie, American folk singer, guitarist, and composer of ballads, was
4 born in Okemah, Oklahoma, on July 14, 1912. By the age of 13, he was earning his living as a
wandering singer, performing in saloons, migrant labor camps, and “hobo jungles” (where the

e homeless men of the 1930s camped). Later he composed ballads, performed on radio, and
wrote a newspadper column. His songs are filled with stories of how ordinary people became vic-

. tims of the 1930s depression. He also celebrates the great beauty of the American landscape in
5 songs such as “This Land Is Your Land, ” one of his nearly one thousand songs. Woody’s son Arlo

Guthrie (born 1947) is also a songwriter, composing “Alice’s Restaurant” and starring in the
3 1969 film of the same name. Woody influenced many singers and songwriters, including Bob

Dylan. After a long battle with Huntington’s disease, Woody died in 1967 in New York City.
