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Here is Claude Monet standing in his garden in France. He was born in Paris, France in 1840 and lived to be 86 years old.  Monet loved nature.  When he was not painting, he was gardening.
Monet spent a lot of time painting his water lilies.  He painted them at all times of day and in every season.  
The title of the painting you see here is, “Japanese Bridge Over a Pond of Water Lilies.”  Can you see the same bridge in both pictures?
