Patterns on Buildings – Think Like an Architect
Supplies: Paper and any of these: pencils, crayons, colored pencils, markers, pen or paint made for young artists. 

*Repeating lines, shapes, or colors creates patterns.
*Think of something that has repeating lines, shapes or colors on its surface.  The surface is the outside part or the top of something. The surface of the water or the table is at the top. The surface of your skin is on the outside.
*Look carefully at some of the buildings around your neighborhood. Can you find any patterns on or around the buildings? Do you see repeating lines, shapes or colors? Look for repeating rectangles on a brick building. Fences may repeat lines. 
*Architects are artists who draw designs for homes and other kinds of buildings. Architects think about how a building will look and how it will be used.
*Besides homes, schools, and churches what are some other kinds of buildings in our community? 
* Think like an architect and design a building. Start with outlines of shapes.
Add windows, doors and other details. Fill your shapes with patterns by repeating lines shapes and colors. It can be any kind of building. Be creative!
*Share your building. How is it used? Describe your patterns.
*Why did you choose to design that kind of building?
*Where is your building? What other things are around it?
