Enrichment /CAP/ Accelerated
Eliqgibility Requirements

All students in the Niagara Falls City School District in Grades 1 and 6 will be
administered the Cognitive Abilities Test (CogAT). The results of the CogAT will be
used as follows:

If the student achieves a Composite Score of 8 or 9 on the CogAT, the student
will receive an invitation into the program

-OR-
If the student achieves a Composite Score of 7 OR a score of 8 or 9 in at least

one of three components (exclusive of the Composite Score), analysis of multiple
measures will be reviewed to determine eligibility.

MAP for Primary RIT scores — Above Average score achieved in 2 or 3
components

Grades 4,5 & 6
